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Neistovii Tanets Jody (Jody's Tempestuous Dance)

"TYZ. is having its sixth international festival of modern dance, "The
Art of Movement." On August 24th, instead of the usual avant-
garde explorations, the audience was treated to view the
simultaneously classical, romantic, and ballet-like "Dance of the
Elements" performed by the wasp-waisted Jody Sperling. Jody is not
only a dancer and choreographer, but also a critic and scholar, She
regularly writes articles for the very influential Dance Magazine in
the United States. In addition, she participated in publishing a six
volume dance encyclopedia. Her choreographic creations thus are
inspired by historical sources, among which are the performances of
modern dance pioncer Luie Fuller (1862-1928). Jody's
performances and lectures on Luie Fuller, given at numerous
colleges, universities, festivals and conferences have earned her
acclaim. The audience clearly enjoyed Jody's tempestuous dance,

Holding their breath, mesmerized spectators followed
each of the metamorphoses of the dance-fairy, who
created an illusion of wings unfolding from her back. One
of the spectators admitted: "Even before the conclusion of
the dance, I wanted to see it again and again."
Transported back in time, to the cabaret-like atmosphere
of a small café at the turn of the twentieth century, the
audience found spiritual peace."
